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General Information 

The C. W. Luce Conservation Area is an 
83.3 acre woodland property.   It is located 
on the westerly side of Charter Road and 
the easterly side of Old Stafford Road with 
principal access on Susan Drive. The prop-
erty abuts the State-owned 240 acre Char-
ter Marsh Wildlife Sanctuary and is a criti-
cal component of the greenway in north-
eastern Tolland.   

Wildlife Information 

The property consists of a hardwood forest 
mixed with white pine and includes a 
wooded swamp, wetlands, brooks, and an 
area of outcrop ledges. Charter Brook, a 
tributary to the Skungamaug River, runs 
through the property. The property sup-
ports forestry, fishing, and wildlife habitat. 
The red-bellied woodpecker, coyotes, bob-
cats, fishers, and deer have been seen on 
the property.  

Stewardship 

The maintenance of our open space par-
cels is everyone’s responsibility. The town 
has designated that the Conservation 
Commission develop a stewardship plan 
for each parcel. Once the plans are ap-
proved, the Tolland Conservation Corps 
provides volunteers to work on the proper-
ty. These dedicated volunteers maintain 
the trails, bridges, and parking areas. For 
more information, please contact the Tol-
land Development Office at 860-871-3601.
